Betws GG                       @ysgolbetwsgg 



Reading and Homework 

There are opportunities throughout the day for your child to 

practice their reading skills.  Additionally there is a dedicated 

Reading Session held weekly in every class.  During this time your 

child’s teacher will listen to your child read and change their reading book if 

and when they are ready for a new book.   Your child’s teacher will choose a 

book suitable for your child’s level.   

We can’t stress enough the importance of your child reading as often as   

possible. We ask you to make a note each time you read with your child.   

We also ask your child to bring their reading bag to school daily. 

Your child’s teacher will share the homework procedures for their class with 

you. 

Green Friday! 

Our children’s mental health and welfare is a pri-

ority, as part of this we will every Friday Afternoon 

have a session called ‘Prynhawn Gwener Gwyrdd’  

The children will have the opportunity to reflect 

on their learning that week, what they have en-

joyed and what they would like to learn more 

about.  Then there will be four activities that they 

can choose to take part in.

Behaviour 

Our aim is to create a happy and homely atmosphere within the 
school—and to create a feeling of self-discipline.  We operate a con-
sistent approach to this using the traffic light system as detailed be-
low.   

We use the traffic light system in each classroom. 

Timetable and Our Children’s Voice 

The children are offered various opportunities within the school.  At the beginning of each half term they are asked for 

ideas about what they would like to learn.  Our aim is to offer a varied curriculum that will contribute to developing am-

bitious capable learners and healthy, confident children.  We continuously encourage our children to be enterprising, 

creative contributors who will become ethical and informed citizens. 

Healthy School 

We are a part of the Healthy Schools Scheme so we promote healthy eating 
and drinking at every opportunity.  We ask you to ensure that you don’t 
send in pop or fizzy drinks in your child’s water bottle to school.   

Please do not send toys into school with your child, they may break, go miss-
ing or cause disagreements!  

  

We won’t be accepting birthday cakes into school to share in class if it is 
your child’s birthday.  This is due to the danger of allergies.   We will cele-
brate your child’s birthday in other ways within the class. 

Parents’ Evening 

Parents’ Evenings will be held during 

Term 1 and Term 3.  We will share a 

report for your child before these 

evenings. 



Medication  

No member of staff can be 

forced to administer medication.   

If your child requires medication please try 

and administer it before and after school if 

possible.    Parents can come to school to ad-

minister medication.  If this isn’t possible 

please come and speak to us.  PLEASE DO 

NOT SEND ANY MEDICATION TO SCHOOL 

WITH YOUR CHILD.  We will ask you to com-

plete a permission form if the staff agree to 

administer the medication.   

Asthma Pumps - If your child uses an asthma 

pump please check the date and bring to 

school clearly labelled.   

Collecting your Child 

School finishes promptly at 3.15pm. 

Please let us know if there are any change to 

the usual arrangements.   

School Dinners 

Please pay regularly for school dinners.  The cost is £2.40 a day (£12.00 a week).  We can’t accept cash, we ask you to pay via 

Parent Pay and ensure you have no debt.  The County have said that no child should receive a school meal if they are in more 

than £12 of debt.  We ask you to keep to the rules.  If you think you may be eligible for free school meals you should complete  

an application form on Denbighshire’s Website.   

Arriving at School 

The Breakfast Club opens at 8am until 8.40am.  

There is no need to book but if your child 

attends it is expected that they eat breakfast.  

Please pay via Parent Pay.   

The School doors will open at 8.45am and every child should arrive 

promptly at 8.55am ready to start the school day at 9am. 

Nursery children should arrive between 12.45 pm and 1pm please. 

We ask you to phone or email the school before 9am if your child 

is absent.  Every child that arrives late (after 9.30am) or if you 

don’t let us know they will be absent, will be marked as an unau-

thorised absence.  You should try to make medical appointments, 

eye tests and dentists after school where possible.   

If you are going to take your child out of school for any period of 

time you should ask for an application form for Absence.  The 

school will not authorise holiday absences so if you child is absent 

for 10 sessions (5 days) you will receive a warning letter from the 

County.  If your child is absent for 20 sessions (10 days) you will 

receive a Fixed Penalty Letter.  

We ask you kindly not take holidays during term time if possible as 

this can have a negative effect on your child’s education.
