How will my child learn to read? Learning to read
does not happen all at once. It involves a series of
stages that lead, over time, to independent
reading and to fluency.

The best time for children to start learning to read
is when they are very young, usually at the
preschool level. This is when they are best able to
start developing basic reading skills.

So what are the stages involved in learning to
read?

Read stories to them to ignite their
interest in books and follow the activities
listed in the previous slide.

Play fomily goames - word games, treasure
hunt, reading clues

Do not push or have high expectations,
any pressure can destroy their
confidence

It is vitally important that these basic skills are in
place before they move onto reading books, or the
child will start to memorise the books and the skill
of uncoding new words out of their context won't
be there.
